WRAP court was
created in response to Pennsylvania’s lack of safe harbor legislation. It was also created because there were children in
our system who needed specialized attention from the courts due to trauma they have undergone. It is our pleasure to be
able to donate them bi-monthly and provide its participants with such essential items.

Additionally, we were able to support a participant from the Support Center for Child Advocates with a special request.
We worked alongside her child advocate social worker to provide her with much needed items since she recently aged
out of their program. To support this young lady was a full circle moment for our founder who looks to support more

youth throughout the city.
